a.  Mackenzie Isaak, Children’s Services, shared current programming and future programming taking place at the library. The Summer Reading Program begins on June 7th.
IV. Reports
a. Director Bushman shared that the library hosted an instructional class on how to use the Libby app on May 3rd at 11:00 am. 6 people showed up for the class. The library received a $50.00 donation from a community member recently. The small study room and Archives room will be locked moving forward, with a check-in required at the front desk for use. This will help with people staying in there longer than the 2-hour limit. Wyatt is currently teaching himself how to use the Archival software, in the hopes that one day he will be able to begin cataloging the material. Director Bushman is ordering staff new office chairs that will be ergonomically sound and replace old chairs that came with the building.
